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FACTS AT A GLANCE

The Pearl Beach Arboretum Environmental Art Trail (PBEAT) will run from Saturday 22 March
until Sunday 27 April 2025 in the beautiful bushland village of Pearl Beach on the NSW Central
Coast.

Environmental Art is any art form with an environmental conservation message. PBEAT creates
inspiring temporary public art in a beautiful bushland setting. The installations must promote
nature conservation, support community identity and increase the cultural vibrancy on the NSW
Central Coast. Community groups and artists will be invited to enter ideas in all art forms
inspired by the local environment of Pearl Beach and the Central Coast. Preference is given to
proposals that use natural Australian plant materials. PBEAT2025 is generously sponsored by
Belle Property Central Coast. Additional sponsorship will ensure that this is the best PBEAT ever.

PBEAT2025 will be open to the Public for free during daylight hours. There will be at least 30
artworks on display and the ability to vote for the People’s Choice Award. On five weekends
the Arboretum Cottage will feature music, dance and workshops.

A special part of PBEAT2025 will be an ‘Artist in Residence’ and ‘Local Emerging Artist’
initiative funded by Central Coast Council through their ‘Creative Art Central’ Program.
